1 In the days when the judges ruled, there was a tamine in the land, and a

certain man of Bethlehem in Judah went to live in the countty of Moab, he

and his wife and two sons. 2 The name of the man was Elimelech and the

name of his wife Naomi, and the names of his two sons were Mahlon and

Chilion; they were Hphrathites from Bethlehem in Judah. They went into
the country of Moab and remained there. ® But Elimelech, the husband of
Naomi, died, and she was left with her two sons. * These took Moabite
wives; the name of the one was Orpah and the name of the other Ruth.

of your husband.” Then she kissed them, and they wept aloud. ¥ They said
to her, “No, we will return with you to your people.”

1Byt Naomi said, “Turn back, my daughters, why will you go with me? Do
I still have sons in my womb that they may become your husbands? ¥ Turn
back, my daughters, go yous way, for I am too old to have a husband. Hven |
if I thought there was hope for me, even if I should have a husband tonight
and bear sons, ¥ would you then wait until they were grown? Would you
then refrain from martying? No, my daughters, it has been far mote bitter
for me than for you, because the hand of the LORD has turned against

me.” ¥ Then they wept aloud again. Orpah kissed her mother-in-law, but
Ruth clung to het.

15 S0 she said, “See, your sister-in-law has gone back to her people and to

her gods; return after your sistes-in-law.” ' But Ruth said, “Do not press me
to leave you ot to turn back from following you! Where you go, 1 will

g0; where you lodge, I will lodge;

your people shall be my people, and your God my God.  Whete you die,
will die—

there will I be buried. May the LORD do thus and so to me, and more as
well, if even death parts me from you!” ** When Naomi saw that she was

determined to go with het, she said no more to her.



Hebrews 9: 11-14 (Second lL.esson)

1 But when Christ came as a high priest of the good things that have
come,? then through the greater and perfect®™ tentd (not made with hands,
that is, not of this creation), " he entered once for all into the Holy Place,
not with the blood of goats and calves, but with his own blood, thus
obtaining eternal redemption.  For if the blood of goats and bulls, with the
sprinkling of the ashes of a heifer, sanctifies those who have been defiled so
that their flesh is putified, * how much more will the blood of Christ, who
through the eternal Spiritl offered himself without blemish to God, purity

our conscience from dead wotks to worship the living God!



Mark 12: 28-34 (Gospel)

2 One of the scribes came near and heard them disputing with one another,
and seeing that he answered them well, he asked him, “Which
commandment is the first of all?” * Jesus answered, “The first 1s, ‘Hear, O
Israel: the Lord our God, the Lotd is one; * you shall love the Lord your
(God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and
with all your strength.” °** The second is this, “You shall love your neighbor as
yourself.”

FIRST LESSON. Isaiah 25:6-9

On this mountain the Lorp of hosis will make for all peoples a feast of rich food, a feast
of well-aged wines, of rich food filled with marrow, of well-aged wines strained clear. And
he wiil destroy on this mountain the shroud that is cast over all peoples, the sheet that is
spread over all nations; he will swallow up death forever. Then the Lord Gob will wipe away
the tears from all faces, and the disgrace of his people he will take away from all the earth,
for the Lorp has spoken. It will be said on that day, Lo, this is our God; we have waited for
him, so that he might save us. This is the Lorb for whom we have waited; let us be glad
and rejoice in his salvation.

SECOND LESSON. Revelation 21:1-6a

Then | saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had
passed away, and the sea was no more. And | saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, com-
ing down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And |
heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “See, the home of God is among mortals. He
will dwell with them as their God; they will be his peoples, and God himself will be with
them; he will wipe every tear from their eyes.

GOSPEL. John 11:32-44

ing, and the Jews who came with her also weeping, he was greatly disturbed in spirit
and deeply moved. He said, “Where have you laid him?” They said to him, “Lord, come
and see.”
